We are pleased to inform you that UNISON, representing 1.3 million National Health Service and other public service workers in the UK, passed a motion this afternoon (Wednesday, 20th June 2007) in support of Palestinian rights.

The UNISON resolution 53 acknowledges that a campaign of boycott is necessary, which was called for by members of the Palestinian Civil Society until Israel complies with International Law and Universal Principles of Human Rights. "We, the representatives of Palestinian Civil Society, call upon international civil society organisations and people of conscience all over the world to impose broad boycotts and implement divestment initiatives against Israel similar to those applied in South Africa in the apartheid era.  We appeal to you to pressure your representative states to impose embargoes and sanctions against Israel.  We also invite conscientious Israelis to support this Call, for the sake of justice and genuine peace."
